The work of the ‘Flying Squad” shall be monitored and supervised by the Assistant Director of Civil Supplies and report shall be submitted to the Director of Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs, on the inspection carried on the day.


The Nodal Office for the Squad shall be the Head Quarter of Civil Supplies and shall activate on the receipt of any complaint or suo mote.  The Police official shall take cognizance of the offences on the spot.  The Police shall be authorized to take action on that offence by the Competent Authority and file an FIR in that regard.


Separate complaints shall be filed by the concerned officials/respective Inspectors regarding offences pertaining to their respective Department under specific Act Control Orders, Rules, Regulations etc. Sampling, drawing of Panchanama shall be carried out as per the norms and established procedures of the respective Department.
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Each Department shall maintain two Departmental witnesses on rotation basis on the panel for the purpose of signing the Panchanama.  The seized material shall be in the custody of the concerned Department and it shall treat and disposed the same as per the norms.  Acts, Rules and Orders of the concerned Department.


The names of Inspectors to be included in the ‘Squad ‘ for each Department shall be intimated to the Department of Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs immediately by the other three Departments.  The residential addresses, residential and office telephone numbers of nominated Inspectors, Police Constables and that of punch witnesses shall be intimated to the ‘Flying Squad’ Office, in the Office of Department of Civil Supplies and Consumer Affairs.  All changes shall be informed promptly.


For immediate activation and to proceed for inspection, Deputy Superintendent of Police (Crime) shall be contacted.


The ‘Squad’ itself shall conduct atleast two joint inspections in a month on fixed days or week.  The market place to be inspected shall be decided by the ‘Squad’ just before starting from Office and shall be kept confidential till the inspection is successfully completed.
